This evening is a great opportunity for citizens and law enforcement to partner up against crime.   
We are encouraging everyone to come meet your neighbors and commit to help law enforcement 
reduce crime in your community. It is time to show the criminal element that we as a society are 
not going to just sit back and let crime occur in our neighborhoods.  APD will make every effort 
to have an officer stop by each party that is registered by the deadline date of September 15,

Please be aware that unforeseen circumstances may limit the number of 
officers available to attend even those parties who register early.

Everyone who completes an application will be notified via mail or e-mail before the event where 
to come by and pick up a National Night Out bag.  The bags will contain crime prevention 
information, posters, party invitations and items for use at your party.
